I – Call to Order
Chairperson Leslie Stambaugh called the meeting to order at 7:05 and Amy Seavitt recorded the minutes for members’ information. A quorum of Commission members was present, and the meeting, having been duly convened, was ready to proceed with business.
II – Opening
· Roll call for the meeting minutes
· Public comments – 
· Most of the comments focused on what the media has called “the football brawl” and centered on concerns for the fate of the three defendants, the question about why only these three black students were charged, and the “school-to-prison” pipeline and how much of what that term implies is taking place in Ann Arbor.  The group urged the AAHRC to investigate this situation.

· Another issue raised involved the difficulties that transgender residents have in this community and the fact that a disproportionate number of them in this city are homeless.

· Changes to and approval of agenda
· L. Winkler moved to approve the agenda as amended, seconded by D. Wilson, by moving the Pioneer and Huron Football Brawl discussion to the first part of III. Old Business.
III – Matters Discussed – Old Business

· Pioneer and Huron Football Brawl – The Commission discussed what options were available to the HRC and the Co\mmunity Response Group that is coordinated by the Commission.  Commissioners agreed to do some investigation of the situation and recognized that, in the future, it may be necessary to initiate a study of the patterns that exist in handling juvenile legal infractions to explore whether the concerns about differential response are justified.
· Approval of March Meeting Minutes – A. Wilson motioned, seconded by L. Winkler, that the Meeting Minutes be approved as amended by changing IV. New Business.  Motion carries.
· Video Ordinance Proposal – The Commission drafted a resolution to be delivered to Council when the proposed ordinance was to be introduced.   L. Winkler moved to accept the drafted resolution.  A. Wilson seconded it and it passed unanimously by all present.
· HRC in City’s Organizational Structure – The Commission discussed the status of the Human Rights Commission phone line.
· Non-Discrimination Ordinance – L. Winkler discussed further the status of the ordinance.
· LGBT Wording – A. Wilson gave a very informative presentation to the Commission about transgender issues and how the Ann Arbor Human Rights Ordinance might handle them.
· Bylaws – L. Stambaugh spoke about the bylaws that the Commission will review and make revisions to if necessary.
