Water and Sewer Charges As A Lien

The following is excerpted from the Revenue Bond Act (Act No. 94, P.A., 1933) for general information.  Additional clarification is available from the Utilities Department.

Michigan Public Act 94 of the Public Acts of 1933, as amended:

Section 21 "...Charges for water service and sewage disposal services furnished to any premises shall be a lien thereon...provided, that in all cases when a tenant is responsible for the payment of any such charge and the governing body is so notified in writing, such notice to include a true copy of the lease of the affected premises, if there be one, then no such charge shall become a lien against said premises from and after the date of such notice.  In event of filing such notice, public corporation shall render no further service to such premises until a cash deposit in such sum as shall be fixed in the ordinance authorizing the issuance of bonds under this act shall have been made as security for the payment of charges..."

Ann Arbor Ordinance code, Chapter 13, Section 2:92:

“...In all cases where payment is not made within the time set, the fact shall be reported by the Treasurer to the Assessor, who shall charge such amounts, together with a penalty of 10% of such amounts, against the persons or real property chargeable therewith, on the next tax roll...”
Ann Arbor Ordinance code.  Chapter 29. Section 2:72:

"...the City Administrator shall annually, at the first meeting in April of the City Council, report to the Council, all unpaid charges for such services furnished to any premises which, on the 31st day of March preceding, have remained unpaid for a period of six (6) months...after due notice to the owners of the premises so served, assess the amount so found to be due as a tax against the premises, and the same shall be certified to the City Assessor who shall place the same on the next tax roll of the City."
