Resolution in Support of the Draft City of Ann Arbor Transportation Plan Update

WHEREAS, the draft City of Ann Arbor Transportation Plan Update makes recommendations that will drive transportation decisions over the next 20 years; 
WHEREAS, the update is consistent with the environmental goals developed by the Environmental Commission and adopted by City Council including clean air, clean water, efficient mobility and health-promoting urban environment by encouraging mixed use development with sustainable densities in urban areas, efficient use of existing infrastructure, reduction in stormwater runoff, reduction in air pollution and climate impact; 
WHEREAS the draft update identifies four priority corridors with potential for high quality/signature transit improvements based on the following criteria: highest overall bus ridership (UM and AATA), connection to high use activity centers, and having potential redevelopment opportunities that would be driven by transit improvements; 
WHEREAS the Environmental Commission received and reviewed the draft report; 

WHEREAS the Environmental Commission has identified that congestion severity and critical crash rates are important factors in determining the need for transportation options and greater transit service; and
Whereas the City is encouraged to take a regional approach to addressing future transportation needs.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the City of Ann Arbor Environmental Commission supports this draft report and recommends adoption by City Council; and
RESOLVED that the City of Ann Arbor Environmental Commission recommends that crash rates and congestion be included in the criteria; and
RESOLVED that the City of Ann Arbor Environmental Commission recommends that City Council direct the City Administrator to monitor and evaluate the progress of implemented components of the plan toward achieving the City's established environmental goals.
