SPECIAL BOARD MEETING

MINUTES

The meeting took place in the AAHC Conference Room, 727 Miller Ave., Ann Arbor, MI 48103. Vice Chairperson James Jackson convened the meeting at 8:21 am.

ROLL CALL:

I. APPROVAL OF AGENDA – Gibson moved, seconded by Manildi. The agenda passed 3 -0.

II. PUBLIC COMMENTARY – None
III. NEW BUSINESS
A. RESOLUTIONS
1. FY10-25: To Approve the Management Assessment Sub-System (MASS) Self-Certification for the Year End 6/30/09. Moved by Gibson and supported by Manildi. Coquillard: distributes handouts regarding MASS and SEMAP for comparison. Brand: the MASS certification is required annually by HUD to assess the management of: vacant unit turn around, capital grant funds, work orders (Emergency and Non-Emergency), annual UPCS inspections (units, buildings and systems), security, and economic self-sufficiency. Of the six indicators, there are a possible 30 points; AAHC anticipates receiving a score of 25. 0 out of 4 points are anticipated for vacant unit turn around and 6 out of 7 points are anticipated for the capital grant fund indicator. Gibson: inquires of the distorted data produced by Yardi system. Brand: the data is distorted due to the process of data entry for work orders. The problem has been identified and is currently being addressed. Coquillard: the supporting data has been validated by PH managers who evaluated hard copy work orders to confirm the numbers reported in the MASS certification. Manildi: inquires if the distorted data impact the numbers reported. Brand: no, the data generated from Yardi doesn’t impact the final numbers reported. Coquillard: reiterates that the data is supported by hard copy work orders. Manildi: inquires the impact of the high number of work orders derived from the UPCS inspections. Brand: the MASS report doesn’t score UPCS according to the number of work orders generated, but that the inspection completes a detailed analysis of units, buildings and systems; however the REAC inspections will score according to the number of deficiencies and timeliness of work order completion.  Gibson: mentions concern of accuracy in the AAPD reports and provides example of a situation where a report or call was not recorded by the AAPD. Centala: provides an explanation of a possibility why the incident was not recorded by the AAPD. Brand: the Commission will follow up on the inquiry. Manildi: inquires if the Commission screens applicants for criminal backgrounds and how the criteria for eligibility is determined. Brand: yes, criminal backgrounds are screened prior to program entry; HUD restricts program entry of drug and sex offenders, other criteria are at the discretion of the AAHC. Motion: Approved 4-0.
