	Project Description:

	In July of 2007 the City of Ann Arbor opened a new maintenance facility.  This allowed the operations at two City owned sites within the Allen Creek floodplain to be relocated, thus the sites are now mostly vacant.  The two sites will hereto be described as 721 North Main Street and 415 West Washington Street.  Both sites include structures within the floodway and floodfringe that could be removed.  The anticipated project would remove the structures within the floodway at these two sites.

721 N, Main St. - There are two structures that lie entirely within the floodway on this site.  #1 - A 60ft X 115 ft salt storage structure.  The 6900 sf structure will be in use during the winter months of 2008, but will be available for removal in the spring of 2008.  #2 – A 42 ft X 200 ft (8400 sf) vehicle storage building.  Additionally, there are other smaller structures, including fences, fuel storage tanks, and a pump island canopy located in the floodfringe that could be removed at the same time as the two larger structures mentioned above.  A large Office/Maintenance Garage that lies within the floodfringe would remain on site as the City is considering temporary reuse of the structure.

415 W. Washington  - The site has a large historic structure on it that lies within the floodfringe.  There is a 34 ft X 100 ft “lean-to” shed addition that sticks several feet into the floodway.  The shed is believed not to be historic, but the final determination would need to be made by the Historic District Commission prior to removal.  The City is contemplating reuse of the larger floodfringe structure, but staff would like to keep the possibility of removing the “lean-to” shed addition open.



	How does the project idea reduce physical damages or the potential for injury/loss of life as compared to without the project? Describe how below:

	The flood depth at the two structures on 721 N. Main St. is approximately 4 feet.  Removing the two structures will provide 61,200 cubic feet of needed flood storage capacity.  Additionally, since these structures are in the floodway their removal will help improve the flood flow through the site, which could be of benefit to the 5 residential structures in the floodway immediately upstream of the 721 N. Main St. site.

All of the other structures mentioned above act as obstructions and are occupying valuable flood storage space.  Additionally the fuel storage tanks present a potential contamination hazard if damaged in a flood.  Since these structures have recently been abandoned, there is an opportunity to clean up the floodplain and restore some function at the two sites.

Currently, the City has not developed a plan or budgeted for the removal of these structures discussed in this proposal.  Without grant money it could be many years before the structures could be removed, and the possibility of them being reused and remaining would increase as the years pass.

Project #53 (Downtown City Owned Sites) of the City of Ann Arbor Flood Mitigation Plan discusses implementing the recommendations of two reports, Appendix A – the Floodplain Policy Discussion, and the Greenway Task Force Recommendations.  Appendix A includes the option of removing all structures from the floodplain and another to remove all structures from just the floodway.  All of the options listed in the Greenway Task Force Recommendations called for the floodway being open at 721 N. Main and 415 W. Washington. Additionally, Project #26 (Prohibit Floodway Development), #27 (Drain Setback), #30 (Greenway Open Space Dedication), #33 (Relocation), #34 (Acquisition), and especially #44 (Open Space Creation) all suggest possible ways of opening up the floodway by preventing new structures and removing existing structures from the floodway.
