45 Property Addresses adjacent to Dellwood

YES = Support removal of parking from west side of Dellwood

NO = Prefer parking be removed from east side of Dellwood

28 of 45 Responded to survey (62.22% response rate)

16 of 28 YES, remove parking from west side (57.14%)

4 of 28 NO, remove parking from east side (14.29%)

8 of 28 want no change to existing parking (28.57%)

YES = 16 (11 on west side & 5 on east side of street)
