· Meetings with Chief Seto -  L. Winkler reported on information shared by Chief Seto with L. Winkler and L. Stambaugh during their meetings with him. Meetings with the Chief will continue.
· Civilian Police Oversight Subcommittee – Members agreed to create a subcommittee to investigate, determine, and report to the full HRC (which will advise Council) whether a civilian police oversight board is needed in Ann Arbor and, if so, what its role and composition should be.  Subcommittee members are D. Wilson (chair), L. Casey, P. Dent, N. Elyakin, and M. Issa.  Meetings will be posted and open.
· Aura Rosser Case - A. Wilson will contact County Prosecutor Brian Mackie on behalf of the HRC to find out timeline for his decision and release of information in this matter.
· Revision of 1:221-1:226 of the City Code – Nancy Niemela proposed revisions (consistent with the revised Non-Discrimination Ordinance) to the section of the city code that describes the role of the HRC.  Members discussed and suggested changes to them.  L. Winkler will communicate those to Nancy Niemela and the HRC will discuss further at its February 11 meeting.
· Implementation of Non-Discrimination Ordinance and Complaint Process – Logistics to be discussed with Steve Powers, Nancy Niemela, and Robyn Wilkerson at upcoming meeting.
· Eleanore Adenaken:
· Eleanore Adenaken served two terms on the HRC before stepping down. A. Wilson moved to formally recognize in the minutes Eleanore’s service on the HRC.  D. Wilson seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
