(d) Prepare, adopt, amend and transmit to City Council plans
on community-based energy production and energy
efficiency projects;

The Commission shall keep its meetings and records open in
accordance with the standards of the Freedom of Information
Act and Open Meeting Act;

Commission members may be removed by the Council with or
without cause; and

RESOLVED, that the Mayor's Energy Advisory Board be dissolved
upon appointment of the representatives to the Energy Commission.
