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Resolution Recognizing September 21, 2019 as the International Day of Peace

The International Day of Peace is a United Nations-sanctioned holiday observed annually on
September 215, It is dedicated to world peace and specifically the absence of war and violence. The
day was first celebrated in 1981, and is kept by many nations, political groups, military groups, and
people. In 2013 the Secretary-General of the United Nations dedicated the day as a key preventive
means to reduce war sustainably.

We encourage Ann Arbor residents to participate in the downtown Ann Arbor
weekend gatherings for Peace Days, seeking peace locally and globally, on the newly designated
Center of the City Commons, Saturday and Sunday September 21 and 22, 2019.
