AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND SECTION 1:833 OF CHAPTER 24 OF TITLE I OF THE CODE OF THE CITY OF ANN ARBOR.

The City of Ann Arbor Ordains:

Section 1.  That Section 1:833 of Chapter 24 of the Code of the City of Ann Arbor be amended to read as follows:

1:833. Art funding requirements for capital improvement projects.

(1) 
Except as otherwise provided in this section, all capital improvement projects funded wholly or partly by the city shall include funds for public art equal to one percent (1%) of the construction costs identified in the initial project estimate, up to a maximum of $250,000.00 per project; provided that for the period January 1, 2010, through December 31, 2012, the percentage shall be reduced to and be one half percent (½%). Where a capital improvement project is only partly funded by the city, the amount of funds allocated for public art shall be one percent (1%) of that portion of the project that is city-funded, up to a maximum of $250,000 per project; provided that for the period January 1, 2010, through December 31, 2012, the percentage shall be reduced to and be one half percent (½%). All appropriations for capital improvements falling within the provisions of this chapter shall be deemed to include funding to implement the requirements of this subsection (1).


(2) 
Where federal or state grants are to be used to fund a capital improvement project, those grants shall, to the extent possible, be treated as subject to the public art funding requirements of this chapter. Where the terms of the grant do not forbid it, the grant application shall include a request for public art funds in the same amount as for city-funded projects under the terms of this chapter. If a grant does not include funds specifically earmarked for public art, any grant funds received shall be used to fulfill the public art requirements of this chapter, unless such use is prohibited by the terms of the grant.


(3) 
A capital improvement project funded by special assessments or improvement charges is not subject to the requirements of subsection (1) of this section.


(4) 
The requirements of subsection (1) of this section shall not apply to a capital improvement project or to a portion of a capital improvement project funded with funds that do not permit an expenditure for public art, whether by law or by restrictions placed by the source of the funding, and the requirements of subsection (1) shall be subject to any other restrictions imposed by law or by the source of the funding. 

Section 2.  That this ordinance shall take effect on the tenth day after legal publication.
