Uncertainty about State and County
deadlines due to multiple release dates of
data (August and September 2021).

Desire to coordinate with the County to
avoid “split” precinct districts (e.g. two
districts in one precinct).

Challenge of delayed Census and getting
voter file ready for a special election in

May 2022.
