May 18, 2010 email from Ina Hanel

· Bottom of page 12, the Study Committee realized two dates were reversed. One was changed at the study committee meeting on May 17, but the other was not corrected. The end date for 438 S Fifth Avenue should be changed be 2002, not 2008. 

May 20, 2010 email from Tom Whitaker

· 438 S Fifth Ave survey sheet. Add “#2” after “Erwin Schmid House”. Change “second tree” to “maple tree” under OTHER BUILDINGS/FEATURES. Add to REFERENCES “1874 Atlas, Sanborn Maps, City Directories, Ann Arbor Daily News.” 

· 444 S Fifth Ave survey sheet. Add “#1” after “Erwin Schmid House”. Add “original” before “Palladian window” under DESCRIPTIVE NOTES. Under HISTORY, change year of sale to William L. Walz from 1918 to 1917. Strike “ultimately being named” from third sentence. Add “founder of the” before Ann Arbor Federal Savings and loan Association. Change “death in 1942” to “death in 1941”. Strike the sentence “William C. was also president of ann Arbor Federal Savings and Loan.” Under REFERENCES, add “Sanborn Maps, City Directory, Ann Arbor Daily News”
· 441 S Fifth Ave survey sheet. Under REFERENCES, add “Sanborn Maps”.

· 450 S Fifth Ave survey sheet. Under REFERENCES, add “City Directories, IHP Listing”

May 21, 2010 email from Tom Whitaker

· Page 20, paragraph 4 should say “William L. Walz” not “William C. Walz” and his end date on City Council should be 1909, not 1090. 

June 7, 2010 email from Amy Arnold, containing comments from Bob Christensen of the State Historic Preservation Office. 
· Survey sheet 216 Packard, questioned built date of 1819 (typo). Should be 1891.
· Provided information on the importance of Bethlehem Evangelical church (first German and first German Lutheran church in Michigan). Corrected spelling of the architect’s name (Raseman, not Rasemann). Corrected information on Raseman’s date of birth and practice dates in Detroit. 

· Suggests summarizing the number of properties related to each of the themes identified in the first paragraph of page 14 (including 8 pre-civil war houses). Suggests adding the church to the discussion of Criterion A on that page.

· Suggests additions to the Criterion C explanation such as Arts & Crafts houses, the brick Late Victorian at 300 Packard, and more on the church.

Additional items noticed by staff:

· At page 7 of the final report, under the heading NON-HISTORIC (NON-CONTRIBUTING) RESOURCES, the line “438 S. Fourth Avenue – gazebo, stone structure in rear yard” should read “438 S. Fifth Avenue”
