CHAPTER 18 EMPLOYEES RETIREMENT SYSTEM
IMPLEMENT A “PICK-UP” PROVISION FOR NON-UNION EMPLOYEES

Section 7.4 of the Ann Arbor City Charter authorizes the publication by summary of ordinances over 500 words in length.

The following is a summary of Ordinance No. ORD-09-34:

Ordinance No. ORD-09-34 amends Section 1:552(14) and 1:572(b) of the City Code to implement for non-union employees a “pick-up” provision allowed under Section 414(h) of the Internal Revenue Code.  Currently non-union employee member contributions to the Employee Retirement System are made on a post-tax basis.  Under the “pick-up” provision, effective the first pay period in January 2010, non-union employee member contributions will be made on a pre-tax basis.  

The ordinance will take effect on the tenth day following legal publication.
