Local data from the Washtenaw County Health Department shows that cases of pertussis, also known as 
“whooping cough” are on the rise, especially amongst children ages 5-17.  Pertussis is caused by a bacterium 
that results in respiratory illness that results in a persistent cough, often characterized by a “whoop” sound made 
after a person tries to breath after coughing.  Vaccination is an important tool in preventing the spread of 
pertussis, which can be transmitted via airborne droplets when an ill person coughs or sneezes.  For more 
information on pertussis, including symptoms and prevention, visit the CDC website.

Sustainable Energy Utility (SEU) Authorized in the City of Ann Arbor. The Ann Arbor SEU is now moving into 
final planning and design after authorization from residents. Ann Arbor residents have voted to authorize 
Proposal A: Creation of a Sustainable Energy Utility. The Sustainable Energy Utility (SEU) will be an opt-in, 
supplemental, community-owned energy utility that provides 100% renewable energy from local solar and 
battery storage systems installed at participating homes and businesses in the city. Now authorized, the detailed 
final planning and design work to officially launch the SEU can begin in earnest, with a goal of utility launch 
within 18–24 months. 
“We are incredibly excited to begin building a utility of the future right here in Ann Arbor," said Mayor 
Christopher Taylor. “The SEU will bring 100% renewable, clean, reliable and more affordable energy to residents, 
and bring Ann Arbor closer to our A2ZERO goals." 

The SEU will be supplemental and optional, meaning that it will not replace the pre-existing grid and will be paid 
for only by those who opt-in to SEU services. The SEU will also enhance reliability through a diverse mix of local 
renewable energy generation and the use of energy storage, meaning subscribers to the SEU will still have power 
even when disasters disrupt the traditional energy grid. 

While residents may not see much regarding the deployment of SEU clean-energy assets for 18-24 months, the 
City of Ann Arbor is currently registering interest in the SEU and will have multiple outreach and engagement 
events over the coming months. Residents who are interested in enrolling in the SEU or being the first to hear 
about informational sessions, public engagement opportunities, or SEU-related updates, are encouraged to join 
the waitlist and monitor the SEU website: www.a2gov.org/a2seu. 

“We want to thank everyone who helped shape the SEU, and everyone who has worked to support our A2ZERO 
goals," said Milton Dohoney Jr., Ann Arbor city administrator. “Our community is able to do this transformative 
and innovative work because the residents of Ann Arbor empower us to do it, and for that we're very grateful." 

A2ZERO is the city's plan, vision, framework and associated actions to create and implement a just transition to 
community-wide carbon neutrality by the year 2030. Once operational, the SEU will bring Ann Arbor one step 
closer to this goal.

Voters Renew Ann Arbor Park Maintenance and Capital Improvements Millage. Ann Arbor voters have elected 
to continue vital funding for the city park system for the next 20 years. The 2025–2044 Park Maintenance and 
Capital Improvements Millage renewal proposal on the Nov. 5 General Election ballot passed with 
approximately 72% of the (unofficial) vote. 
"We are delighted and thank Ann Arbor voters for valuing the city park system," said Ann Arbor Parks & 
Recreation Manager Josh Landefeld. “With the continued funding, we are invigorated by this opportunity to 
maintain, repair and evolve our parks, facilities and programming. This support will ensure all can continue to 
enjoy these spaces and places and reap their benefits to well-being — in every way and for decades to come." 

Landefeld explained the renewed millage will now enable funds to be leveraged for a more holistic, strategic 
and long-term approach to planning and will help staff in addressing unanticipated improvement and repair 
needs in the parks with efficiency. 

• Between 60% and 80% of the annual millage funds support city park maintenance activities. Park 
maintenance activities include natural area preservation, general and seasonal maintenance of parks, 
courts, playgrounds, equipment, amenities, forestry and horticulture, volunteer outreach and recreation 
facilities. 

• Between 20% and 40% of the annual millage funds are designated for city park capital (larger-scale) 
improvements in the following areas: community-wide parks; park shelters and structures; historic 
preservation; neighborhood parks and urban plazas; pathways, trails, boardwalks, Border-to-Border 
Trail, recreation facilities; recreational dams; and major park equipment.

Dog Park Set to Open at Veterans Memorial Park Friday, Nov. 15. Every dog has its day, and soon, every dog 
in Ann Arbor will have a convenient spot to play as well. City of Ann Arbor Parks & Recreation is piloting a new 
temporary dog park at Veterans Memorial Park, 2150 Jackson Ave.! The fenced, off-leash play area will be 
located at ballfield No. 4, on the north/Dexter Avenue side of Vets Park, and is set to open at 8 a.m. Friday, Nov. 
15. Dog park hours are dawn to dusk (or 6 a.m.–10 p.m.). 

Dogs must be registered with a current dog license, and a dog park permit is required. Access to the temporary 
dog park at Vets Park is already included for community members with a current, active City of Ann Arbor dog 
park permit (PDF). Those who need to apply for a dog park permit can do so in person at the Ann Arbor City 
Clerk's Office, second floor of Larcom City Hall, 301 E. Huron St. (though it is recommend to not purchase in 
person on Election Day due to high traffic volumes); by printing and mailing in the registration form (PDF); or 
applying online at stream.a2gov.org. Please note, the city clerk's office is closed for one day, Wednesday, Nov. 
6, and also closed for the Veterans Day holiday, Monday, Nov. 11. 

Resident requests for a designated dog play area on the northwest side of the city prompted Ann Arbor Parks & 
Recreation to find space for this dog park pilot. During the pilot, which is set to stay open until April 2025, the

feature, adding to the existing city dog parks, at Broadway, Olson and Swift Run.  

"Amenities like pickleball courts, expanding hours of operations to keep the outdoor pool at Fuller Park open 
past Labor Day, and testing out a dog park here on the city's northwest side," said Ann Arbor Parks & Recreation 
Manager Josh Landefeld, “these are just some of the examples of how we're always listening to residents and 
looking for ways to stay current with recreation trends, to expand opportunities for enjoying the parks and to 
make meaningful and valued investments in our park system."
