To staff the FutureU Summer camps, WCC partnered with MadScience and WCC faculty members. WCC faculty members were able to develop and instruct courses using classrooms and materials that were available to Washtenaw Community College students. Faculty experts were professors of advanced manufacturing, game design, 3D animation, and nursing. Madscience brought its materials, instructors and specialized curriculum, including NASA-sanctioned lessons.

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Scholarships & Camp Cost

The lowest-priced camp was $89 for a 4-day half-day camp. The average cost of a half-day camp Monday- Friday was $250.00 during the 2024 summer program. Each camp had over 40% of students attend using a scholarship awarded based upon address.

Recommendations for Summer 2025

· Expand half-day and full-day camps for upper elementary, middle, and high school students in Washtenaw County
· Camps should take place from July 7 - August 8, 2025, and run Monday - Friday
· Host a Future U information open house on campus in April 2025, for marketing and enrollment purposes 
· Hire 3-4 content masters to instruct STEAM camps
· Partner with WCC staff to implement CCAT grant-funded topics
· Expand advertising agenda with WCC partners.
