This is a Schedule issued under the terms and conditions of InterAgency Agreement for Collaborative Technology and Services, effective September, 2017.  Delivery of Services under this Schedule shall be performed in accordance with the general terms and conditions of the above referenced InterAgency Agreement and more particularly as described below:

2. Service Description: 
The County would like to leverage the City of Ann Arbor’s current Cityworks software license create their own Cityworks installation for use by Washtenaw County Water Resources Commissioner. 

3. Provider:

4. Subscriber:
Washtenaw County 

5. Provider Responsibilities:
· The Provider will be the main licensee for Cityworks.

· Provider will modify Cityworks agreement to include use of Cityworks by Washtenaw County.

· Provider will pay the entire enterprise license cost; including maintenance (or updates/support) and invoice the Subscriber for its portion.

6. Subscriber Responsibilities:
· Subscriber is responsible for setting up its own technical environment – completely separate from the Provider’s environment – to run the application. 

· Subscriber is responsible for supporting its user base as it pertains to the Cityworks application.

7. Performance Expectations:
N/A

8. Maintenance Operations (Scheduled & Critical):
N/A



9. Communications Protocol:
The Provider will communicate any change in contract status between the Provider and Cityworks.

10. Term
The term of this Agreement shall be one year commencing on September 15, 2017 (“Effective Date”) and shall remain in effect until September 14, 2018 (“Initial Term”), unless terminated by either party under this Agreement.

[bookmark: _GoBack]On expiration of the Initial Term, this Agreement shall automatically renew for additional successive one-year terms (Renewal Term),  unless and until either party provides written notice of nonrenewal at least ninety (90) days before the end of the then-current term or unless and until sooner terminated as provided in Section 11.  If the term is renewed for any Renewal Term(s) pursuant to this Section, the terms and conditions of this Agreement during each such Renewal Term shall be the same as the terms in effect immediately before such renewal unless amended by the parties.  If either party fails to provide timely notice of its intent to not renew this Agreement, unless otherwise terminated in accordance with its terms, this Agreement shall terminate on the expiration of the then-current term.

11. Termination, Actions Upon Termination or Expiration
Either party may terminate this Agreement with or without cause by giving ninety (90) days written notice to the other party of its intent to terminate.  In the event of this Agreement’s termination, any money owed by the Subscriber to the Provider prior to the date of termination pursuant to Exhibit A must still be paid.
