Ken Garber, 28 Haverhill Court, Ann Arbor, spoke about electrification, 

noting, Robertson Brothers has agreed to electrify the 164 single-family 

homes, but the apartments will still use gas. He reported from the agreed 

upon meeting between the development team and himself, as well as 
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several other knowledgeable professionals, saying Robertson Brothers 

had no concerns for technology or cost. The biggest issue was local 

electric utility; waiting for DTE connections can me very difficult; Business 

risk is created for the project; It is insane for anyone to install gas; DTE’s 

behavior is a real problem. He suggested City Staff should start working 

with DTE at the beginning of the project review process.
