I want to focus your attention on the plaza space that will be created adjacent to the Farmer’s Market on 5th Ave. To design the plaza space, we worked closely with Parks Staff because it is so close to the Market and it will be maintained through the GIVE 365 program.

Through this design process, we have discovered that there are conflicting expectations for the permanent location of the Coleman Jewitt Memorial. The Public Market Advisory Commission passed a resolution to permanently locate the chairs on 4th Ave and our understanding is that the Public Arts Commission anticipated the chairs would be relocated to 5th Ave. 

We would like to walk you through those location options and get your feedback. We will also be meeting with PMAC and our hope is to get agreement on the final location.

Coleman Jewett Memorial: 4th Avenue Location

The memorial is currently located on 4th Avenue. 

Pros:
It is in the shade, which is critical due to the chair material
They are well used in this location 
The Memorial helps to add a special anchor/resting place on the 4th Avenue side of the Market (parks staff are working on additional improvements to this side of the market)


%oleman Jewett Memorial: 5" Avenue Location

There is space to locate the chairs on 5th Ave:

Pros:
They could be located in the shade (a temporary shade canopy may be needed until the trees reach a mature height)
The location is prominent and highly visible

Cons:
The primary concern that we heard about this location is a on-going struggle that parks staff face to treat memorials equally. There are three existing memorials in this space and there is not room to keep them and have a functional plaza. Memorial plaques will all be reinstalled in the plaza, but the planters and benches will be removed. If we locate the Coleman Jewitt Memorial in this location, there are concerns that it will be seen as more important than the others. 

The recommendation from Park staff is to permanently locate the chairs on 4th Ave and work to make additional improvements on that side.
