• We’re nearing our goal of 100% renewable electricity powering City operations! The Office of 
Sustainability and Innovations (OSI) closely monitors opportunities regarding energy procurement and 
recently took a step to procure more renewable energy for City facilities. “Choice” electricity providers 
are only available to 10% of DTE customers, and most City sites have been on a waiting list to participate 
in this choice program for many years. In late February, 67 of the City’s electric accounts were released 
from the wait list. After analysis the decision was made to sign these accounts onto a choice program 
with Constellation Energy. This means the City will procure 100% renewable electricity at a locked in, 
largely fixed rate for these sites for the next two years. With this new update, City operations are powered 
with just over 70% renewable electricity!

May: City Council, with at least seven affirmative votes, will vote to adopt the budget at its meeting on 
May 19.
