It's understandable that these issues couldn't all be addressed all at once given the city's
limited resources. But why lie and tell me otherwise? On my journey home tonight I reopened
over a dozen SeeClickFix tickets because the issues had not been addressed. But I want to
draw your attention to one particularly egregious example immediately across the street from
Pittsfield Elementary.
