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I – Call to Order
Chairperson Linda Winkler called the meeting to order.  Aimee Carroll recorded the minutes.  A quorum of Commission members was present, and the meeting, having been duly convened, was ready to proceed with business.
II – Opening

· Roll Call for the meeting minutes
· Public comments responding to the information contained in the Michigan State Police report in the Rosser matter and expressing the need for a civilian oversight board and protection of/assistance for mentally ill individuals in our community.  Speakers were:

· M. Issa moved to accept agenda as amended; D. Wilson seconded it.  Motion passed.

III – Matters Discussed 

· Approval of January Meeting Minutes: M. Issa moved to accept the minutes as amended.  D. Wilson seconded it.  Motion carried.
· HRC phone and email: P. Dent reported on follow-up to complaint previously made to the HRC. No new messages/complaints.
· Ann Arbor Police
· Oversight subcommittee: D. Wilson reported on meetings with community groups and concerns expressed by those groups. D. Wilson also stated he spoke with Chief Seto, the Mayor, U of M police oversight committee, ACLU national police expert, and others. M. Issa gave a review of other issues the subcommittee is looking at, including composition and responsibilities of such boards. P. Dent stated that it was brought to the subcommittee’s attention that the city charter contains a mechanism for creating an oversight board. The subcommittee will meet again on February 25, 2015. 
· Aura Rosser Case: Discussion of information released on the investigation and prosecutor’s decision, media coverage, and police and community response.
· Meetings with Chief Seto: L. Winkler stated that commission members have met and will continue to meet regularly with Chief Seto to discuss issues and questions that have been brought forward by the community regarding the Rosser matter and police training, conduct, complaint processes, and other related issues.  Chief Seto has been responsive to the questions and requests.

· Implementing the Non-Discrimination Ordinance 
· Meeting with S. Powers, R. Wilkerson, N. Niemela:  Discussion of the understandings reached at the meeting of L. Winkler, A. Wilson, and L. Stambaugh (by phone) with Steve Powers, Nancy Niemela and Robyn Wilkerson on how to successfully implement the revised Non-Discrimination Ordinance. Among the understandings:  R. Wilkerson will provide the HRC with information regarding HRC website revisions, social media policies, and data storage and assist with obtaining HRC business cards, providing some personnel support and sending HRC budget requests to S. Powers.  N. Niemela will work on revising administrative policies regarding contractor compliance with the Non-Discrimination Ordinance.
· Budget requests: Discussion of potential costs associated with such things as publicizing the HRC/complaint process, postage and letterhead paper required to correspond with complainants, and help with research and other administrative tasks.  Further discussion on need for research assistance (currently for civilian police oversight subcommittee) and agreement to post a request for such assistance at the UM law school. 
· Administrative Ordinance Changes: Identification and discussion of minor administrative changes to the ordinance. L. Winkler will send the proposed changes to N. Niemela.
· Revision of the HRC’s duties: Discussion of N. Niemela’s revisions of HRC’s duties under 1:221, et seq. of the city code.  L. Winkler will send the HRC’s comments on the proposed revisions to N. Niemela.
· Thanking Eleanore Adenaken:  Letter of appreciation for E. Adenaken’s service was signed by members in attendance.  Further signatures will be obtained at the March HRC meeting.
