Whereas, Routine tree pruning is an important component of a 

sustainable urban and community forest management program;

Whereas, Competitive bids for routine street tree pruning were 

received by Purchasing on November 30, 2021;

Whereas, The Davey Tree Expert Company submitted a bid and 

possess the qualifications/experience in performing tree pruning 

needed as part of this contract;

Whereas, The Davey Tree Expert Company complies with the City 

non-discrimination and Living Wage Ordinances;

Whereas, The contract cost of $450,000.00 is available in the 

approved FY23 Park Operations Millage Maintenance budget;

RESOLVED, That the Park Advisory Commission recommend 

approving a one-year contract in the amount of $450,000.00 to The 

Davey Tree Expert Company for park tree pruning, removals, stump 

grinding, and emergency tree work in the parks and natural areas of
