SARTORIUS REDEVELOPMENT
BROWNFIELD PLAN
(3874 RESEARCH PARK DRIVE)

The Ann Arbor City Council will con-
duct a public hearing at 7:00 p.m.,
Monday, April 4, 2022 in the City Hall
Council Chamber, 2nd floor of the Guy
C. Larcom, Jr. Municipal Building, 301
E. Huron Street, Ann Arbor, to hear all
those interested in the proposed Resol-
ution to Approve the Sartorius 3874 Re-
search Park Drive Redevelopment
Brownfield Plan. Approval of this resolu-
tion will allow the Brownfield Plan to ad-
vance to the Washtenaw County Brown-
field Redevelopment Authority and
Washtenaw County Board of Commis-
sioners, to authorize Tax Increment Fin-
ancing (TIF) to reimburse the developer
and City of Ann Arbor for eligible activit-
ies, support of the Local Site Remedi-
ation Revolving Fund (LSRRF), and ad-
ministrative support to the Washtenaw
County Brownfield Redevelopment Au-
thority.

The proposed Brownfield Plan identi-
fies:

* The site is eligible for brownfield as-

sistance through its designation as a
“facility” as defined by the State of
Michigan, particularly for the presence
of PCBs at levels greater than State-es-
tablished criteria. The site was previ-
ously utilized by the Federal Mogul Cor-
poration, from 1966 to 2005, approxim-
ately.

* The Brownfield Plan would reimburse
the developer for environmental-related
activities totaling $145,125 including
Environmental Due Diligence, Site Con-
trol and testing; excavation, transporta-
tion, and disposal of impacted soil; and
related Brownfield Plan and Work Plan
preparation.

» The Brownfield Plan would reimburse
the development for $1,513,586 of non-
environmental activities, including: De-
molition; infrastructure improvements,
site preparation activities, and related
Brownfield Plan and Work Plan prepara-
tion.

e The Brownfield Plan includes
$1,101,727 of TIF capture by the City
for deposit into the City's Affordable
Housing Fund, to support future afford-
able housing development.
