In 1996, the WTP completed their new ozone primary disinfection process.  The WTP uses ozone for primary disinfection.  One of the four ozone generators power supply units failed.  In an attempt to repair, it was discovered that the original equipment manufacturer no longer supports this model due to the age.  They no longer manufacturer spare parts and no longer support the programming needed to operate the system.  However, the manufacturer can provide the newer replacement model and new programming to restore operation.  Components from other manufacturers are not compatible.

The vendor has already previously visited the site to assess the existing equipment and provide a recommendation.  Components from other manufacturers are not compatible.  City staff attempted to find a substitute product from a different manufacturer but could not make it operational.  The original manufacturer upgrades from Suez has the benefit of reusing portions of the existing equipment and does not need to replace the entire ozone generator.  The new equipment from Suez is the most economical solution to restoring operation to the failed unit and improving reliability of long term operation.  

A Purchase Order in the amount of $72,000 was previously issued to complete the shop drawing submittal phase.  The balance of the project cost is $781,900.00.
