In advance of the holidays, U.S. households can order more free at-home COVID-19 tests to be shipped to their 
homes from the U.S. government by visi�ng COVIDTests.gov. Each household can order four tests.  If you did not 
order tests this fall, you may place two orders for a total of eight tests.   

If you have exis�ng test kits that are beyond the listed expira�on date, check the FDA’s website as many 
expira�on dates have been extended.
