HURON RIVER WATER TRAIL KAYAK LOCKERS:

The Huron River Water Trail is a 104-mile inland paddling trail connecting people to the river’s natural environment, 

its history, and the communities it connects in Michigan’s Lower Peninsula. It is a consortium of interested groups and 

communities committed to providing residents and visitors with a safe, accessible and enjoyable experience on the 

Huron River and in the Trail Towns. 

Secretary of the Interior Sally Jewell designated the Huron River Water Trail as the 18th trail of the National Water Trails 

System in July 2015. The Huron River Water Trail joins a network of national exemplary water trails from Puget Sound to 

the Hudson River. The National Water Trails System is an inter-agency collaborative effort administrated by the National 

Park Service.

A river renaissance is taking place in the cities and towns along the Huron River. Through RiverUp!, river corridor 

revitalization is underway with the goal of making the Huron River the new “Main Street” where residents and tourists 

recreate, live, gather, commute, and do  business. At the heart of it all are cities and towns that have made a commitment 

to the Huron River Water Trail, creating fun destinations where trail users can venture off the trail to enjoy the scenery, 

services, heritage, and character of a community.
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Five trail towns are located along the length of the Huron River. 
Each town provides a site for a series of kayak lockers to enable 
paddlers to store boats during the summer or to lock them up to 
enable overnight stays and tourism along the river.

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The lockers are a galvanized, welded steel frame for durability and 
low maintenance. Each locker has color panels inserted, a solid 
galvanized sheet roof, and galvanized expanded metal mesh panels 
around the perimeter to provide visual transparency and air flow.
