Traffic Stop Data and The Southeast Michigan Criminal Justice Policy
Research Project at Eastern Michigan University (SMART). The team is
close to finalizing their analysis of Ann Arbor Traffic Stop Data from: 2017
through 2019. There will be a separate analysis for the COVID 2020 year.
The team is waiting on crash data from the City of Ann Arbor to use as a
benchmark for fair and through analysis followed by subsequent
community meetings.

CM Song notified the commission of the event taking place tonight at the
Downtown Llbary a Panel discussion with the Youth Justice Fund from
6:30 until 7:30 p.m. part of a series the Library is hosting.
