Whereas, the Public Schools of the City of Ann Arbor, a public body corporate organized and existing
under the Michigan Revised School Code, is the owner in fee simple of real property located at 1608
South University Avenue, in the City of Ann Arbor, Washtenaw County, Michigan, commonly known
as Angell Elementary School.

Whereas, the Public Schools of the City of Ann Arbor has delivered a permanent water main
easement for lands located in the City of Ann Arbor, County of Washtenaw to the City, to run with the
land and burden the respective property perpetually, being more particularly described as follows:
