RESOLVED, That City Council authorize the City Administrator to take all necessary administrative
actions to implement this resolution;

RESOLVED, That City Council authorize the Court to establish a separate grant account to receive,
hold, disburse and account for funds awarded pursuant to this grant as the City CFO may determine
appropriate.
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
