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RESOLVED, That City Council approve a two-year service agreement with Emergent Health Partners
for dispatching and related services for a total not to exceed amount of $280,288.44;

RESOLVED, That the Mayor and City Clerk be authorized and directed to execute the agreement for
services after approval as to substance by the City Administrator and approval as to form by the City
Attorney; and

RESOLVED, That the City Administrator be authorized to take all necessary actions to implement this
resolution, including, if deemed in the best interest of the City, authorization of renewal of the contract
under the terms of the initial agreement.
