The two-year service agreement with Emergent Health Partners (EHP) provides fire department
dispatching services for FY2023 and FY2024.

EHP has provided dispatching services for the Ann Arbor Fire Department since July 1, 2009. While
the City of Ann Arbor is continuing to explore best value for public safety dispatching, there is not a
readily available alternative to EHP.

EHP complies with the City’s Non-Discrimination and Living Wage ordinances.

General Fund budget in FY2023 and FY2024.

RESOLVED, That the City Administrator be authorized to take all necessary actions to implement this
resolution, including, if deemed in the best interest of the City, authorization of renewal of the contract
under the terms of the initial agreement.
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
